WIA Regulations " 667.630 require that incidents of fraud, waste, abuse or other crimind activity
be reported through the incident reporting system to the Department of Labor, Office of Ingpector
Generd.

OIG/DOL HOTLINE [*667.630]:

All LWIB:=g/Granteess are requested to notify their employees of the availability of the "OIG/DOL
Hotling" to report information, confidentialy.

The Hatline (1-800-347-3756) was established for employees and the public to notify the
Office of the Inspector Generd (OIG) of suspected fraud, abuse or waste in DOL-funded
programs. The Hatline permits reporting of maiters anonymoudly, if desired, to avoid fear
of reprisd.

Information supplied viathe Hotline should be as specific as possble to endble the OIG to
identify and solve the problem. The Hatline should not be used for resolving employee
grievances, EEO compliance, labor disputes or other persona concerns.

Should an dlegation of fraud or abuse befiled directly with the [State] which concernsa
LWIB/Grantee, the completed report shall be forwarded to the Department of Labor for
action.
